· Michael Hughes reviewed an LA Times editorial about the establishment of an independent CAO for LA County.  This appears to limit the input a Supervisor can have and as such limit or reduce their ability to intercede on the behalf of the electorate.  He presented a draft of a letter to Supervisor Antonvich supporting his position against making it harder for the Supervisor to assist the citizens who elected him.  The letter was discussed and minor changes were agreed upon.  Bill Davis made a motion to send the letter.  The motion carried unanimously.

· The preparation of the Minutes was discussed.  We have had 2 individuals show interest in doing the Minutes.  The range in fee seems to be around $ 10 to $ 30 per hour required.  We will discuss further.  One individual will be doing a test set of minutes.

· The SCE Power line proposed to the Vincent Sub-Station was discussed.  We will invite a representative from SCE to our next meeting.  We will be seeking specifics on the path of the line and additional information as deemed needed.

· We reviewed information on an Old Tire Recycling Event for April 28, 2007.
· It was reported that an Executive Session was held prior to the start of the Regular Meeting to discuss possible Legal issues.  No action was taken.

A. Mr. Beau Cooper, from United Engineering Group presented information on a Tentative Tract Map purposing 22 lots on approximately 47.38 acres just off Buffalo Ridge and the 14 Freeway.  Issues of clustering and density sharing were discussed.  We also discussed “Open Space” and how it needed to be dedicated and protected from future development.  Drainage was also discussed.  Mr. Cooper will return as the project progresses or when he has further questions.
B. Dennis Crane, TM 52882, updated us on his project.  The feasibility study has been submitted to the County and he is awaiting a reply.  Other issues such as a bridge were also discussed.

We reviewed a petition with approximately 95 signatures

      from local area residents requesting that Ave V and similar easements

      that have been closed be reopened.  Bill Davis made a motion that we

      send a letter to the County requesting that Ave. V be reopened and

      that they aggressively pursue reopening other similar closures.  The
      motion carried. 
B. Angeles Forest Highway area residents reported that they had formed
a committee to bring area issues to the Council.  We indicated that they would have a regular spot on the Agenda.  Issues such as power lines, development, etc. will be their main focus.  They were advised that items we would need to vote on must be on our posted Agenda.
