A. High Speed Rail.  Marina Perez updated us on the progress and route for the planned 200 mile per hour train.  It will be approximately 1 year before the exact route is known.  The tracks will need to be straight and land will need to be acquired.  The passage of people and animals was discussed.  There will probably be a need for large fences near the tracks.  Power supplies were also discussed.
B. Dennis Crane, TM 52882, reported on his project.  He was asked to come back to the ATC in June with a “Bullet Point” presentation on his project discussing all pertinent issues including specific dollar/cost figures.  It was felt this was necessary for the ATC to clearly review all aspects of the project and their impact.
C. TM 60464.  Joel McLafferty was to update us on his 54 lots on 82 acres at Acklins  and Cedral.  Dennis Crane was there to discuss the project.  He noted that percolation studies and being conducted and may be complete by July.  Dennis was asked to request that Joel discuss related issues of roads, trails, connectivity, etc. with the property owners to the West to assure continuity.
